This form can be less formal than your text, but must include all the relevant information as well as worked examples. You may ”borrow” from any source you wish – your text, other texts, the internet – but make sure you footnote everything.
I would recommend typing where there are many words, but this is not required. The project will be graded on:

• clarity

• completeness of content

• quality of explanations

• quality of examples

• attractiveness and presentation

• where relevant, creativity is a plus.

The aim of this project is to consolidate all your semester’s work into one document, and to provide a good review for you. This project should be fun.
